GOAL:
To enhance State Government Relations and secure State Government resources for local Boys & Girls Clubs.


WHY:
State Alliances promote exclusively the social welfare of boys and girls as served by various Boys & Girls Clubs in the state that are affiliated with Boys & Girls Clubs of America.

WHO:
ALL affiliates of Boys & Girls Clubs of America, who are in good standings with BGCA and are in compliance with any formula and schedule adopted by the state Alliance Board of Directors are afforded full membership in the Alliance. 
WHAT:
State Alliances provide a mechanism for joint decisions, communication, exchange of ideas, and cooperative action among Clubs in a state to develop and expand quality youth development throughout the state. This is accomplished by promoting public awareness of youth development and the problems youth face throughout the state; promoting and strengthening Boys & Girls Clubs’ relationships with public and private agencies throughout the state; raising funds solely from the state and its agencies and political subdivisions; and distributing raised funds solely to members of the corporation.

HOW:
State Alliances are governed by a State Alliance Board of Directors in accordance with the provisions of the constitution and by-laws established by Boys & Girls Clubs of America. In Addition, Boys & Girls Clubs of America will represent a proportionate majority of the total number of directors of the corporation.
